Intent Statement

At Rushey Mead Primary School we want to engage pupils in in RE through systematic enquiry into challenging questions raised by religion and world views, so that they can develop the understanding and skills needed to appreciate and appraise varied responses to these questions, as well as develop responses of their own. We want children to gain religious literacy through shared experiences, reasoning and reflection. Our intent is for our children to understand differences and live among our diverse community as considerate and responsible individuals. 

Through our RE curriculum, we aim for pupils to develop the ability to:

· express curiosity about fundamental questions of life
· understand and use religious language
· reflect on belief, practice, values and tradition in order to understand their influence on the individual, on community life and on culture and to include spiritual, moral, social and cultural aspects of life
· understand that for some questions there are no right or wrong answers
· make informed responses to religious and moral issues
· identify the relationship between religious beliefs, human responsibility, global issues and the natural world


Implementation

Legal requirements for Religious Education:

Religious Education is a statutory subject of the curriculum for all pupils in each year group and ‘should be provided for all registered pupils except those withdrawn at the request of their parents.’ (s 71 SSFA 1998)
 
Parents have the right to request that their son or daughter be excused from all or part of the RE provided at school.
 
The syllabus should ‘reflect the fact that the religious traditions in Great Britain are in the main Christian, while taking account of the teaching and practices of the other principal religions represented in Great Britain.’ (s375 (3) Education Act 1996)

Our RE Curriculum

Using Curriculum Maestro (with links to the Leicester City Agreed Syllabus for RE), RE is planned to demonstrate progression from Early Years through to Year 6. Skills and Religious Literacy are developed through the year groups and previous learning is built upon to deepen understanding of religious concepts and ideas. 

RE is taught through 6 RE focus days throughout the year. This ensures that there is sufficient coverage and progression for the religions selected for study:

· Christianity
· Islam
· Judaism
· Hinduism  
· Buddhism
· Sikhism 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Subjects for coverage by each year group can be found through Curriculum Maestro. At Rushey Mead, teachers plan and deliver high quality and engaging lessons which incorporate a range of teaching and learning styles and offers both support and challenge to all learners. 


Impact

Children leave primary education as inquisitive, adaptive, analytical theologists of the future. They have an independence that allows them to ask their own questions and seek their own answers. Pride is taken in their work, with an understanding of the value of Religious Education. Nurturing of the child’s natural curiosity means that children ask their own questions about the world, and have the skills and knowledge base to answer them independently. 
Assessment in RE will be done through making informal judgements through observation and discussion with the children and through the work they produce in RE lessons, which will show progression through the key stages.
